1. Select a country to research with your partner.  NOT USA.
2. Work together as a team to complete research using the internet.  

3. Create a basic slideshow in PowerPoint.  A few items may need 2 slides.  Use bullets and short phrases, NOT long sentences or paragraphs copied from internet. Save as your country’s name. 
4. Title of each slide is ALL CAP LETTERS.
5. When you complete the content on all required slides, have teacher to grade slides for your slide content grade. This is daily grade.  Once approved, you may proceed to enhancing your presentation (#5-7). 

5.  AFTER your presentation content is approved, use graphics/clipart to illustrate and enhance your presentation. You may also use slide animation.  All slide information must be readable and have eye appeal.  Limit use of pictures as backgrounds on slides. 
6. Use a mix of slide layouts. Suggestion:  use the comparison slide layout
7.  Prepare to make an oral presentation. Know your material for the oral presentation.   Do not just read your slides…BORING!!!  All team members must participate in presentation.

8. Upon completion of the PowerPoint, both partners need to turn in presentation to Edmodo.

1. Title slide - name country and team members
2. Flag of country – explain what colors/symbols represent
3. Economic system - type of currency, exchange rate (compare to US dollar)*
4. Political system – what is political system, primary political leaders, military services 
5. Population - total population, Male to Female (M/F) ratio, life expectancy for M/F

(compare each to USA)*
6. Geography- Area in square miles (compare to US or NC)*, continent, include map of country in relation to surrounding countries 
7. Labor- common industries, average annual income

8. Trade- Primary  import/export items

9. Language & Religion- Primary language(s) spoken, leading religion

10. Climate – Describe climate- may include map indicating climatic zones

11. Agricultural and Natural resources
12. Economic Indicators- Unemployment rate (compare to current US)*, inflation rate (compare to current US)*
13. Gross Domestic Product - total $ and per capita (compare to USA’s GDP total $, per capita)*
14. Education - literacy rate (%), age beginning/ending, public/private,  
15. WORKS CITED - List each internet site used as resource. Copy and paste www.address to word for use on slide 15.
